	Maximum 2 men in cab, middle seat empty or seat removed where possible.
If 2 men in a cab face coverings must be worn and the windows opened slightly to improve ventilation.
All staff are responsible to clean and sanitise any shared equipment, if you are unsure if you were the last to touch it then clean it.

One person must sleep upstairs and one downstairs.
Vehicle cab cleaned and sanitised and documented at the start of every day. If a different member of staff sleeps in the vehicle other than the fixed crew the sleeping areas must be sanitised before use.
Stay at lorry park or another  depot where facilities are available and stay in ventilated cab where possible.
Minimise use or external assistance where possible.
PPE to be worn for any customs checks/ border controls/ when embarking on/off crossings.
Minimise the need for contact with others by being as self-sufficient as possible. Take enough supplies for a trip to include PPE, food and drinks.
Avoid areas where gatherings are possible.
Hand washing facilities available for frequent washing with soap, water and disposable towels.

	Supply of alcohol wipes, gloves, face coverings and virucidal cleaner made available for all staff.
Staff to be made aware which branches are receiving visitors and who have washing facilities.

Employees to be reminded on a regular basis to wash their hands for 20 seconds with water and soap and the importance of proper drying with disposable towels. Also reminded to catch coughs and sneezes in tissues – Follow Catch it, Bin it, Kill it and to avoid touching face, eyes, nose or mouth with unclean hands. Tissues will be made available throughout the workplace.
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
