Staff are responsible to clean and sanitise their own workstation.

Staff are responsible to sanitise and clean any shared equipment such as printers scanner kettle taps etc. If you are unsure if you were the last to touch it then clean it.

All internal doors to be propped open during the working day to minimise touching the door handles.

Frequently used surfaces and door handles to be cleaned and sanitised twice daily, once in the morning and once at lunchtime and a log kept.

Everybody who enters the building must sanitise their hands before entering.  

Hand washing facilities available for frequent washing with soap, water and disposable towels.

	Maintain robust cleaning practices, especially around common areas like keypads, door handles. Log sheet to be prepared.
